Creations by Delores Johnson will entice viewers to visually discover the complexities of a design composed of nylon, silk and wire – a work created with  panty hose but as a piece of art.

The mission of the African American Atelier is to promote an awareness, appreciation and sensitivity to the visual arts and culture of African Americans while working in harmony with other ethnic groups.
